This is a 
practical module in which we study the ways that linguistics can be applied in non-academic 
contexts. We start by examining the role of the linguist as an expert witness in the legal system 
and in this section we focus on the use of stylistics in investigating disputed authorship, for 
instance in missing person cases. We also examine and evaluate research into linguistic markers 
of deception. In the second part of the module, we analyse the language used in the legal process, 
with a particular focus on courtroom discourse and police interviews. In this part, students will visit 
a courtroom and report back on the language practices they observed. We will describe the norms 
of courtroom discourse with particular reference to the pragmatic and discourse features. 
Subsequently, we focus on the ways in which certain groups may be linguistically disadvantaged 
in that process and how they are, or could be, protected from discrimination. In the final session, 
we briefly address the ways in which the law is applied to language, for instance in determining 
what counts as hate speech or libel.
